Powerpoles are now available in 

welded assemblies from Anderson Power 

Products. There is a minimum of 500 to 

1000 pieces (250 to 500 mated sets). 

These are ultrasonically bonded. Because 

Red and Black are so popular, there is a 

standard part number: PPHSG12RB. These 

cost more because of the extra labor to 

bond them, but now you can do away with 

the roll-pin. You can order these through 

distrution as outlined on the Anderson 

website.  

Also, Anderson has finally made a water-

proof powerpole pak, the Product Line 

SPEC Pak using 15/45 powerpoles inside 

an IP67 shell. Currently there is a 4 and a 

6 pole version with many other configura-

tions forthcoming through 2010 and 2011. 

By mid 2010 Anderson is projecting to 

have versions to handle all the way up to 

3/0 wire and hundreds of configurations 

in between. They also now have a pre-

mate ground powerpole, and a powerpole 

that will accept 4 signal contacts in the 

same 15/45 housing

present and future trends. This four day event will offer new ideas and approaches that 

will help build solutions for a global community.  According to its Web site, "The World 

Conference on Disaster Management (WCDM) offers a unique experience, bringing to-

gether experts, practitioners, certifying bodies, service and product suppliers from 

Emergency Management, Business Continuity and other Disaster Management disciplines. 

The Fifth Global Amateur Radio Emer-

gency Communications Conference(GAREC

-09) took place in Tokyo, Japan, August 

24 & 25 2009. GAREC-09 was hosted by 

Japan Amateur Radio League (JARL) and 

was held in conjunction with Jam Fair 

2009. Representatives from IARU, the 

three IARU regional organizations, repre-

sentatives from a number of IARU member

-societies and specialized amateur radio 

emergency communications groups from 

all three IARU regions attended the con-

ference. 

GAREC-09 produced a statement calling 

upon IARU member-societies and special-

ized amateur radio emergency communi-

cations groups to: 

1. establish close working relationships 

between the National IARU Member Soci-

ety and independent specialized Amateur 

Radio Emergency Communications Groups 

in the respective countries as well as to 

cooperate internationally, 

2. request their national regulatory au-

thorities implement the modifications to 

Article 25 of the Radio Regulations 

adopted by the World Radiocommunica-

tion Conference 2003 (WRC-03), in par-

ticular the regulations governing third-

party traffic during emergencies and dur-

ing training for emergency operations, 

3. provide training in emergency commu-

nications to as many amateurs as possible 

in their respective countries with particu-

lar emphasis on: 

personal and logistical preparedness, 

the psychological aspects of entering a 

disaster area, and familiarity with the 

civil protection system in their coun-

try, 

specific communications techniques of 

particular value in emergencies, and re-

membering that the skills developed in 

the amateur service can be of great bene-

fit to disaster relief organizations in main-

taining and operating their own telecom-

munications networks.  

GAREC-10 is already being planned.  GAREC 

will return to Region 2 in 2010.  The Venue 

will be CURACAO.  The dates will be October 

11-12,2010. 

The Theme of the Conference will be: 

"Learning Through Practicing". Great reading 

and additional information on the GAREC web 

site at http://www.iaru.org/emergency/.
